Written at a time when scholarship and erudition during the Carolingian Renais-
sance were at their height and prominence in the great monastery of Corbie, these 
two works offer important insights into ninth-century reception of the doctrines 
of Mary’s perpetual virginity and her assumption into heaven. Written for the nuns 
of the monastery of Notre-Dame de Soissons, they also provide important source 
material for the study of female spirituality during the Carolingian Reformation era.
